she chose a sunny, cheerful color palate of sky blue and caramel with ivory and gold accents.

“Iwanted to create a distinct casual, cottage feeling to honor the history and architecture of this
special place, yet match the elegance and grandeur of the main house. I did not want guests to feel

as though they were literally staying in a barn,” says Melanie.
